AS WE GATHER

We gather today still in the glow of the most joyous and amazing celebration of Easter,
the resurrection of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, from the dead. The sights and
sounds of that celebration linger in our memory, not as just a past event finished and
forgotten, but as Peter calls it today, “a living hope,” as enduring and strong as the
certainty of our living Lord and the promised future of our own resurrection. We return
to continue the Easter celebration because in the afterglow of the days since Easter
Sunday, many still do not know that hope. Like the absent apostle Thomas, we still face
what seems to be a hopeless world. Today we remember that our only hope is built on
a divine Savior whose crucifixion wounds were endured for us and for all. Indeed, we
are to learn that every Sunday throughout the entire year is an Easter celebration as
our living Lord draws us into His holy, life-giving wounds through His very same body
and blood given us in  Holy Communion. Thomas saw and believed. Peter rejoiced.
Though we do not now see Him, “you believe in Him and rejoice with joy that is
inexpressible and filled with glory” (1 Peter 1:8), the only sure and living hope.
